where he traveled the world and inter-
acted with people and cultures from 
Bahrain to Japan, Iraq to Alaska.

“We have this picture, particularly 
of Islamic countries, where we think 
Christianity cannot make inroads. That 
simply isn’t true! The Lord has inter-
esting ways of opening doors to these 
countries, where people are thirsty for 
the Gospel.”
